FEATURED PORTS

CRETE

This charming village is beautifully situated on the
sparkling Gulf of Mirabello. From the picturesque
Venetian harbor, explore Crete highlights including
the monastery of Kera, the Lassithi Plain windmills,
and the ancient Minoan city of Knossos.

VENICE

Its domes and campaniles rising from the
placid lagoon, enchanting Venice truly offers an
atmosphere that exists nowhere else. The entire
city, with its 177 canals, 400 bridges and its lagoon
islands are a UNESCO World Heritage Site.

PATMOS

According to myth, Artemis and Apollo entreated to
Zeus to raise Patmos from the sea. It is a UNESCO
World Heritage Site important to Christian history.
A monastery overlooks a cave believed to be where
St. John wrote the biblical Book of Revelations.

KUSADASI

This humble Turkish town is a gateway for Ephesus,
renowned in antiquity. The ornate Library of Celsus,
the Temple of Artemis (Diana) and the Theater, where
Paul addressed the Ephesians, are all connected
by shining marble streets.

SAMI

This lovely harbor on Cephalonia is close to
Antisamos beach, the setting for the film Captain
Corelli's Mandolin, the ethereal beauty of the
underground lake in Melissani Cave, and to the
ruins of ancient Sami, occupied for millennia.

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ISTANBUL

Byzantium’s domes and minarets are unmistakable.
This is the Golden Horn, the door between East and
West. Hagia Sophia, the Blue Mosque and Topkapi
Sarai await—as does the Grand Bazaar, laden with
carpets, beaten brass and spices from afar.

SANTORINI

Santorini's anchorage, between sheer walls of
a collapsed volcanic caldera, is an iconic Greek
isles harbor. Ascend to Thira, the gleaming white
town at the top, or continue to atmospheric Oia
for breathtaking views.

SPETSAI

“The Isle of the Aromas” in the Saronic Gulf is a
delight to the senses. The elegant old town is a
yachtsman’s paradise, with a stunning harbor and
Venetian-style mansions, including the museum/
home of the revolutionary heroine Bouboulina.

SKIATHOS

Skiathos is a popular Sporades island blessed with
forests, fruit and olive orchards, and vineyards.

The domed 15th-century St. James Cathedral is
the largest all-stone church in the world. It and
St. Nicholas Fortress are both UNESCO World
Heritage sites. Inland from the Dalmatian coast
are the picturesque cascades and pools of Krka
National Park.

Its incredible wealth of well-preserved historic
monuments, spanning the Greek, Roman,
Byzantine, Ottoman and Baroque eras prompted
UNESCO to name the entire city of Syracuse a
World Heritage Site.

Its name means ‘one entrance’ and this tall isle
has only one way in. Honeycombed with grottoes,
narrow alleys and rock-carved rooms, the narrow
pathways lead up to the Byzantine Ayia Sophia
church, and a medieval fortress and walls.

ASHDOD

Drive across the rocky hills to Jerusalem, a city
sacred to three of the world’s great religions. The
sights are endless, from the modern Knesset
building to the Dome of the Rock, the Western
Wall, Church of the Holy Sepulchre and the Yad

ZEEBRUGGE

REYKJAVIK

Reykjavik traces its history back to A.D. 870. It
was one of the first permanent Norse settlements
in Iceland. Colorful rooftops and the elegant
spire of Hallgrimskirkja Church are dwarfed by its
mountainous backdrop.

HEIMAEY

The Westman Islands are among Nature's youngest
geologic creations. Heimaey's shape and size were
drastically changed by a 1973 eruption. Eldheimar
is @ museum with history of the eruption and an
excavated house. The bird cliffs of Heimaey Island
are a great place to see puffins, as they nest here
in astonishing numbers.
